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Romans 8:22-23  “22  For we know that the whole creation groans, and suffers the pains of childbirth together 
until now.  23  And not only this, but we ourselves, having the first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan 
within ourselves, waiting eagerly for our adoption as sons, the redemption of our body.” 

John 16:33  “These things I [Jesus] have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace.  In the world you have 
tribulation, but take courage, I have overcome the world.” 

 B. “The God Of the Bible Does Not Exist”

Psalm 14:1  “The fool has said in his heart, ‘There is no God.’”

10  But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, 
in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the 
earth and its works will be burned up.”
